Established in 1992, the European Ecolabel 
is the Type I environmental label which is 
common to all the European countries. The 
EU Ecolabel is defined by the Regulation 
(EC) No 66/2010 since February 20

th
 2010. 

It repeals the Regulation (EC) No 
1980/2000. EU Ecolabel products are easily 
recognizable by a symbol: the Flower. 

 
The flower (revised in 2009) 

The Flower:  

 Certifies that your product is among the 
most environmentally-friendly in its class. 
The EU Ecolabel criteria are based on life 
cycle consideration. 

 Guaranties a high level of transparency, 
reliability and scientific credibility.  

 Increases the visibility of your product on 
the market among competitors. 

EU Ecolabel products:  

 Are recognized throughout Europe by 
millions of consumers.  

 Benefit from communication activities 
organized by the European Commission.  

 Are recommended by environmental and 
consumer protection NGOs. 

•The firm indentifies the product group 

•The firm contacts the competent body to 
have information: criteria to be 
respected, tarification, etc
